Class and Recital Information

I. Class Information

A. Registration Fee

1. Individual-$10.00

2. Family-$15.00

3. Additional Member-$5.00

4.  Returning Student-No registration fee if they have not been absent for more than 4 weeks

B. Tuition

1. Senter-$35.00 

2. Keller-$40.00 per month

3. NRH – Call the Rec Center

4. Private class -$40/hr current student /$65 /hr for non-student

C. Payment Policy

1. Family Discount- $5.00 off the monthly tuition for each additional child.  Children must be in the same household. No discount on Sunday Classes, tuition is already discounted.

2. Tuition is due the 1st class of each month

3. There is a $5.00 late fee posted to all accounts not paid by the 1st class of each month

4. No Pro-Rated classes.  The full tuition is due each month whether it is a 4 week or 5 week month.

D. Class Descriptions

1. Beginner I- Students with no Hula experience

a) This class is designed to build the foundation for the Au’ana (Modern) style of Hula

b) This class will cover the basic Hula and Tahitian steps

(1) Posture

(2) Body positioning

(3) Hip work

(4) Limited hand movement

(5) Direction and level changes

2. Beginner II-Students who have completed Beginner I or have had at least 1 year of Hula Dance experience

a) This class will introduce Hula Mele (Songs with Hawaiian lyrics)

b) This class will cover additional Hula and Tahitian steps 

3. Intermediate I-Students who have performed in the annual recital and have been with Grace Hula Dance for over a year

a) This class will introduce Tahitian Aparima and Hula implements

b) This class will also introduce Hula Kahiko (Ancient Hula)

4. Intermediate II-Students who have completed Intermediate I

a) This class will introduce more detailed choreographies in order to polish the basic and intermediate moves learned in previous classes

(1) This class will move at a faster pace

(2) This class is designed for students who want to learn more dances and/or aspire to perform

b) Intermediate Hula Kahiko will be taught

c) Tahitian Ahu’roa, a third style of Tahitian dance will be taught 

d) Dancers in this class will be invited to perform with the Grace Hula Dance Company/Grace Wahine Dancers to build confidence and showmanship for large audiences

5. Advanced Class-Performing Class

a) Admission to this class is by Grace’s invitation only

b) This class will focus on the mechanics of The Grace Hula Dance and Grace Wahine Dancer signature moves, advanced choreographies, and improvisation

c) Dancers in this class are able to dance for any type of show 

E. Make-Up Classes

1. If you miss a class, you may make-it up by attending another class

2. The make-up class must be taken in the same month as the class that is missed. 

F. Dress Code for Class

1. Children-Black leotard or tank top and short green skirt

a) Summer months-colorful swimwear is allowed

2. Adults

a) Hula-Black leotard or tank top and pareo
b) Tahitian Ori-Black leotard or tank top and Tahitian skirt

2. Recital Information

A. There are 2 recitals each year
1. Annual Recital-Last Sunday in May
2. Christmas Hula Show-Last Class before Christmas
B. Recital Fee-$30.00 per student due by February 1 (non-refundable)
C. Costume Deposit-$30.00 per student due on February 1 (non-refundable)
D. Balance due on Costumes to be paid by April 30th
Note:  The recital fee pays for the rental of the venue, programs, music, invitations, awards, decorations, and any other expenses incurred for the recital.

General Etiquette for Class

1. BE ON TIME!
2. Introduce yourself to new students and/or their families.

3. Wear a black top/leotard and a sarong/pā`ū to class.

4. Once class begins, do not carry on side conversations! Be respectful of the instructor! Your conversation may be inhibiting another student from learning effectively.

5. Please remember to turn off cell phones or pagers or set them to silent mode during class to minimize distractions. 

6. If you borrow something from another dancer, be sure to return it to them once you are finished using it.

7. Feel free to ask for clarification of a move. 

8. Be respectful of others in the class and the fact that we all learn at different speeds!

9. If your children or family is waiting for you, please make sure that they behave in a respectful manner that does not disrupt the class that is in session.
